Residential properties can dispose of no more than 2 containers of
garbage per week, (commercial properties no more that 4) with
each container not exceeding 17 gallons (77 litres) and not
weighing more than 30 lbs
Only clear bags will be accepted for curbside garbage collection
Consider placing waste bags in a container to avoid attracting
wildlife
Use as many recycling boxes as needed, as long as containers
and papers are separated. Do not place recycling in bags – place
loose in the recycling box. 
Empty waste containers, as well as any uncollected materials,
need to be removed from the curb by 8:00 p.m. on collection day
